WHEREAS, by Local Law No. 2 of 1968, the County of Saratoga adopted weighted voting
for membership on the County Board of Supervisors based on the population of its constituent
municipalities; and

WHEREAS, Saratoga County Local Law No. 2 of 1968 established that Clifton Patk would
be represented by two Supervisors on The County Board, including an At-Large Supervisor who
is not a member of the Town Board; and

WHEREAS, by Local Law # __ of 2016, the County of Saratoga has scheduled a Public
Hearing on a proposed local law which would provide that vacancies in office for the second
supervisor shall be filled pursuant to provisions of the Clifton Park Town Code; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to solicit public comment on a proposal to establish
procedures for the filling of vacancies in office of the County Supervisor representing Clifton Park
on the Saratoga County Board of Supervisors who is not a member of the Clifton Park Town
Board; and ‘

WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to repeal Local Law No. 1 of 1992 which éstablished
and defined the former offices of the Town Administrator; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, that a Public Hearing is scheduled for February 16,2016 at 7:05 pm, to solicit
comments on a proposal to establish procedures for filling vacancies in the office of the County
Supervisor, and be it further

RESOLVED, the Town Clerk is directed to publish appropriate notice of the same.
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33-6_ This Article shall be known as “A Local Law Establishing the Procedure for Filling a
Vacancy in the Office of a County Supervisor who is not a Town Board Member.”

33-7 Pursuant to Local Law No. 2 of 1968, as amended, the County of Saratoga adopted a
system of weighted voting which provided that the composition of the County Board of
Supervisors consists of two County Supervisors from Clifton Park, including an At-Large
Representative from the Town on the County Board. By Local Law No.  0of 2016, the County
of Saratoga provided that vacancies in the office of the Second County Supervisor from the
Town of Clifton Park shall be filled in accordance with applicable provisions of the Clifton Park
Town Code.

33-8 This article is set forth pursuant to Municipal Home Rule Law § 10, Subdivision
1. Paragraph (i1)d(3). which provides a Town with supersession authority. This section of
law provides that a Town may amend or supersede "any provision of the Town Law relating

to the property. affairs or government of the Town or to other matters in relation to which

and to the extent to which it is authorized to adopt local laws by this section,

notwithstanding that such provision is a general law, unless the legislature expressly shall

have prohibited the adoption of such a local law." The Town Board specifically desires to
act by local law in order to establish the procedure for filling a vacancy in the Office of the

Second, or At-Large. Supervisor representing the Town of Clifton Park on the Saratoga
County Board of Supervisors.

33-9 Procedure

In the case of a vacancy in the office of the County Supervisor, who is not a member of the
Town Board. the Town Board or a majority of its members may appoint a qualified person to fill
the vacancy. The person so appointed shall hold office for the remainder of the unexpired term.

Local Law No. 1 of 1992 is hereby repealed.

WHEREAS, the Town Board finds that area variances for non-residential uses within 500
feet of existing residential uses can impact homeowners in residential uses in transition
neighborhoods, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board finds that area variances for residential uses can impact
adjacent and abutting residential uses, and

WHEREAS, the Zoning Board of Appeals may benefit from the use of the 500 foot
* notice procedure when evaluating an application for an area variance for a non-residential
property within 500 feet of an existing residential property, as well as residential property
adjacent to an applicant’s property, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board seeks public comment on a proposal to require that 500
foot notices be mailed to owners of residential property within 500 feet of non-residential
property for which an area variance is applied for, and adjacent to residential property for which
an area variances is applied for, and '

WHEREAS, the proposal would require identical notifications for a review of
administrative determinations, now therefore be it

consideration for subdivision, variance, special use permit or site plan pursuant to §§ 179-15.1,

208-79D(2), 208-109C(2)(d), 208-109C(3)(d), and 208-115F. The fee [is $3 per parcel to be

notified with a minimum charge of $50 and maximum charge of $500] of $50 is payable at the

receipt of the list. This service is not mandatory.

§ 208-109 Board of Appeals.

(3) Area variances.

(d) [Notifications. The formal notifications as required for use variances in § 208-109C(2)(d) above will
not normally be required in the case of a request for an area variance. However, if the situation
warrants it, the Chairman of the Zoning Board of Appeals may require the applicant to accomplish

such notifications.] Notification requirements.

(1)_Applications for area variances for residential uses.

The following persons shall be notified at least 10 days prior to the first hearing on an application

for area variances by owners of residential property: all owners of property abutting, contiguous

to or adjacent to the property for which the variance is sought,

(2)_Applications for area variances by non-residential uses.

The following persons shall be notified at least 10 days prior to the first hearing on an application

for an area variance by owners of non-residential property: owners of all property within 500 feet

of the perimeter of the subiect parcel.

(3)_In each case, the notification shall identify the subject parcel for which the variance is sought, a

brief summary of the relief sought, the time of the first public hearing, thereon, and a statement
that the application may be reviewed in the Building Department during normal business hours,

please call the Building Department at 371-6651 if you have any questions about the process for

consideration.

§ 208-109 Board of Appeal.

C. Powers. The Board of Appeals shall have the following powers:

(1) [Orders, requirements, decisions, interpretations and determinations.] Review of Administrative
Determinations. The Board of Appeals may reverse or affirm, wholly or partly, or may modify the
order, requirement, decision, interpretation or determination appealed from and shall make such
order, requirement, decision, interpretation or determination as in its opinion ought to have been
made in the matter by the administrative official charged with the enforcement of such ordinance or
local law and to that end shall have all the powers of the administrative official from whose order,
requirement, decision, interpretation or determination the appeal is taken.

D. Special Procedures relative to appeal for administrative review or variance.

(4) Notification requirements.

(a) Applications for review of administrative determinations for residential uses. The following

persons shall be notified at least 10 days prior to the first hearing on an application for review

of administrative determinations by owners of residential property: all owners of property

- abutting, contiguous to or adjacent to the property for which the review is sought.

(b) Applications for review of administrative determinations by non-residential uses. The
following persons shall be notified at least 10 days prior to the first hearing on an application
for a review of administrative determinations by owners of non-residential property: owners of

all property within 500 feet of the perimeter of the subject parcel.

(c) In each case, the notification shall identify the subject parcel for which the review is sought, a

brief summary of the relief sought, the time of the first public hearing, thereon, anda

statement that the application may be reviewed in the Building Department during normal

business hours. please call the Building Department at 371-6651 if you have any questions

about the process for consideration.

(d) Proof of notification shall be filed with the Board prior to the hearing on the application.
