Corps program while earning a Bachelor of Arts Degree from the Rochester Institute of
Technology; and

WHEREAS, upon graduation from R.I.T., Lieutenant Colonel Robert A. Giordano was
commissioned as a second lieutenant in the New York Army National Guard; and

WHEREAS, Lieutenant Colonel Giordano has served in numerous positions including
mortar platoon leader, company executive officer, company commander, public affairs officer,
battalion operations officer, battalion commander, and provost officer for the 42* Infantry
Division; and

WHEREAS, Lieutenant Colonel Giordano was deployed to Tikrit, Iraq during Operation
Iraq Freedom, to Egypt for U.S. — Egyptian Bright Star Exercises, and responded as part of the
New York National Guard to the September 11, 2001 attacks in New York City; and

WHEREAS, Robert A. Giordano has also earned his Master in Public Administration
from Marist College and graduated from the Army’s Command and General Staff College while
serving in the National Guard, and maintaining a civilian life in Rexford, New York where he
