WHEREAS, GML §479 has recently been amended to increase the amount of payouts
allowed for such games administered by authorized organizations to $5,000 in any single game
and $15,000 in any series of games per occasion; and

WHEREAS, the current Town Code limits payouts to $1,000 per game and $3,000 per
series of games on one occasion; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to schedule a public hearing on a proposal to amend
Chapter 70 of the Town Code regarding maximum payouts allowed in Bingo games administered
by authorized organizations; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that Town Board will hold a public hearing on December 18, 2017 at 7:05PM
on a proposal to amend Chapter 70 of the Town Code to adopt payout limitations contained in
Article 14-H of the New York State General Municipal Law.

WHEREAS, the Receiver of Taxes has endeavored to refund such overages whenever
possible; and

WHEREAS, increases in postage costs as well as administrative costs associated with the
refund of overpayments exceeds the benefits to the Public; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Receiver of Taxes is authorized to retain de minimis amounts
received in tax payments above the taxes due up to a maximum of $2.00 over the amount due; and
be it further

RESOLVED, that overages collected and retained shall be deposited into the general fund.
