WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 196 of 2017, the Town Board awarded the contract to
renovate and improve the Sherwood Forest tennis courts in an amount not to exceed $47,815.00,
and

WHEREAS, McDonald Engineering has determined that the project was substantially
complete and the Certificate of Substantial Completion was signed by Town designated
engineer, John M. McDonald on November 11, 2017, and

WHEREAS, the contracted amount was reduced as a result of unused overage allowances
built in to the original estimate, and

WHEREAS, a final voucher for Invoice 2 of 2 in the amount of $2,140.00 was submitted
for final payment on January 24, 2018, and

WHEREAS, this final payment results in a decrease of $5,000 in the total cost to the
Town; now, therefore be it
