WHEREAS, September 17, 2018 marks the 231* anniversary of the drafting of the
Constitution of the United States of America by the Constitutional Convention; and

WHEREAS, the United States Constitution was the first document of its kind in the world
and has paved the way for millions of people since that have sought democracy and freedom; and

WHEREAS, the Clifton Park Town Board proudly recognizes that this document has
secured the Blessings of Liberty for many generations of Americans by instilling power in “We

WHEREAS, it is fitting and proper to officially recognize this magnificent document that
is the supreme law of our nation and the anniversary of its creation; and

WHEREAS, Public Law 915 guarantees the issuing of a proclamation each year by the
President of the United States designating September 17 through 23 as constitution week, now
