Resolution No. 2019, a resolution recognizing October 2019 as National
Cybersecurity Awareness Month.

Introduced by , who moved its adoption, seconded by

WHEREAS, the Town Board recognizes that it has a vital role in identifying, protecting
its citizens from, and responding to cyber threats that may have significant impact to our
individual and collective security and privacy; and

WHEREAS, critical infrastructure sectors are increasingly reliant on information systems
and technology to support financial services, energy, telecommunications, transportation,
utilities, health care, and emergency response systems; and

WHEREAS, the STOP. THINK. CONNECT.™ Campaign serves as the national
cybersecurity public awareness campaign, implemented through a coalition of private
companies, nonprofit and government organizations, as well as academic institutions working
together to increase the understanding of cyber threats and empowering the American public to
be safer and more secure online; and

WHEREAS, the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) Cybersecurity
Framework has been developed as a free resource to help organizations (large and small, both
public and private) improve their cybersecurity practices through a practical approach to
addressing evolving threats and challenges; and

WHEREAS, maintaining the security of cyberspace is a shared responsibility in which
each of us has a critical role to play, and awareness of computer security essentials will improve
the security of Clifton Park’s information, infrastructure, and economy; and

WHEREAS, multiple Federal and State Agencies, including the U.S. Department of
Homeland Security (DHS), NYS Department of Homeland Security and Emergency Services
(NYS DHSES), and the National Cyber Security Alliance (www.staysafeonline.org), all
recognize October as National Cybersecurity Awareness Month; OWN IT. SECURE IT,

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Resolution No, of 2019, a resolution designating the Vischer House to be placed on
the Clifton Park Town Register of Historic Places.

Introduced by , who moved its adoption, seconded by

WHEREAS, the Historic Preservation Commission has recommended that the Nanning
and Phebe Vischer House, 393 Vischer Ferry Road, Clifton Park, (SBL 277.5-5-1), be added to
the Town Register of Historic Places, and

WHEREAS, the Vischer House was built around 1828 on land owned by Nicholas Vischer
and his son Nanning N. Vischer lived there with his wife Phebe, perhaps as early as 1828, and
raised 12 children there until 1856, when they sold their 100-acre farm, which has been subdivided
and developed over the years, until the 2-acre lot containing the home itself was purchased by its
present owner, Melanie Stackewicz, and

WHEREAS the home retains some of its original features including the original paneling
surrounding the dining room fireplace, an original stairway and center gabled dormer from an
1840’s remodeling of the house, early doors and woodwork, as well as an original early fireplace
footing in the cellar which helps to establish the c. 1828 date of the house, and

WHEREAS, structures placed on this Register will be given historic status for purposes of
Town-wide recognition and as such shall be provided with appropriate marker and inclusion in a

Town brochure identifying all sites so designated; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby adds the Nanning and Hannah Vischer House,
393 Vischer Ferry Road, Clifton Park, to the Town Register of Historic Places,
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Resolution No. of 2019, a resolution designating the Baker House to be placed on
the Clifton Park Town Register of Historic Places.

Introduced by , who moved its adoption, seconded by

WHEREAS, the Historic Preservation Commission has recommended that the Henry and
Hannah Baker House, 91 English Road, Clifton Park, (SBL 250.-2-3.22), be added to the Town
Register of Historic Places, and

WHEREAS, the Baker House is on land acquired by Henry Baker from Janet Smith, widow
of Honorable William Smith, Esq., who was the Chief Justice of the Provence of Lower Canada,
on September 13, 1797, and

WHEREAS, the house was constructed in 1797, with Henry Baker and his wife Hannah in
residence until 1819 when they sold their 126-acre farm, and the house has been passed down
through a number of others until it was purchased by its present owners, Sue Thompson and Tom
- Schweder, and

WHEREAS the home retains some of its original features including the original front
doorway, and a full second floor which has never been finished off. Some of the original floorplan
still exists, and the house bears a steeply pitched gable roof, which is evidence of its late 18%
century origin, and

WHEREAS, structures placed on this Register will be given historic status for purposes of
Town-wide recognition and as such shall be provided with appropriate marker and inclusion in a

Town brochure identifying all sites so designated; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby adds the Henry and Hannah Baker House, 91
English Road, Clifton Park, to the Town Register of Historic Places.

WHEREAS, openings exist for (2) part-time clerks in the office of the Receiver of Taxes
& Assessments, and

WHEREAS, Rose Savallo, Receiver of Taxes, recommends that James Harding, Jr. 19
Casablanca Court, Clifton Park, NY and Patricia Howland, 60 Stoney Creek Drive, Clifton Park
be hired to fill the positions, providing part-time seasonal service to the Receiver’s office for the
tax season; now, therefore, be it

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Resolution No. of 2019, a resolution authorizing Straight Line Industries to
install pavement markings along portions of roads in Clifton Park.

Introduced by , who moved its adoption, seconded by

WHEREAS, the Superintendent of Highways, Dahn Bull solicited quotes for street striping
along portions of Van Vranken Road, Waite Road and Appleton Road, consisting of 0.51mm wide,
white paint reflective pavement stripes and yellow paint reflective pavement stripes, and

WHEREAS, Straight Line Industries submitted the sole quote to stripe the above
referenced roads, at the cost of $0.25 per linear foot in a total amount not to exceed $23,000, and

WHEREAS, the Superintendent of Highways recommends that Straight Line Industries, 5
Arrowhead Lane, Cohoes NY be authorized to install the pavement markings; now, therefore be it

RESOLVED, that Straight Line Industries, Cohoes, NY is authorized to stripe Van

Vranken Road, and portions of Waite and Appleton Roads at a cost not to exceed $23,000, to be
paid from DA-5110-215.
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Resolution No. of 2019, a resolution authorizing the Highway
Superintendent to install "Stop" signs on Lincoln Town Drive at its “T” intersection with
Berkshire Drive.

Introduced by who moved its adoption, seconded by

WHEREAS, the Highway Safety Committee reviewed existing conditions of the
intersection under guidelines contained within the current New York State Supplemental
to the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices, and

WHEREAS, the MUTCD provides guidance on the installation of STOP or YIELD
signs at intersection, where restricted view exists due to topographic features and
horizontal curvatures of Berkshire Drives approach to the intersection from both travel
lane directions, and

WHEREAS, visual observation and field analysis by Town Staff and Highway
Safety Committee Representatives at the intersection have confirmed limited sight
distance at the intersection justifying the placement of a double posting of R1-1 “STOP”
control signs identified at Lincoln Town Drive with its intersection of Berkshire Drive.

WHEREAS, the Highway Safety Committee has recommended the placement of a
STOP sign at this location, therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Superintendent of Highways is hereby authorized to install
STOP Signs for motorists as outlined above.
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
