Walter Smead – This resolution authorizes the annual 

placement of maintenance charges on the January 2026 

property tax bills for work completed by the Highway 

Department. This is a routine measure conducted each year 

to account for maintenance services provided within 

various town districts. 

 

Supervisor Barrett – The program was created during the 

national real estate crash to maintain and secure abandoned 

or foreclosed homes. Buildings and Grounds managed 

upkeep and safety issues, and costs were re-levied on 

property tax bills. It successfully reduced neighborhood 

blight and is now rarely needed.
