The Town Clerk read the Notice of Public Hearing as published in The Daily Gazette on
April 24, 2006.

Director of Building and Development Myers explained this will allow Not For Profits
and fundraising groups to put signs up legally and will mirror the same exemptions as
political signs. It is also proposed that no political signs be placed more than 30 days of a
primary or general election and must be removed within two days after the election, as
opposed to the current five days. It is further proposed that Planned Development District
signs will be under the jurisdiction of the Director of Building and Development.

Supervisor Barrett said the town is looking for a balance so Not For Profits can get signs
out for fundraising events. He recommended shortening the 30 day time period.

The public hearing was opened for comments from the audience at 7:25 p.m.

Ronald Streeter, Glenwood Drive, part of the Relay for Life team, thanked the Town
Board for considering the change and urged their support of the legislation.

Everyone was given an opportunity to speak in favor of or against the proposed local law
and no one else wished to be heard.

It was
noted even with the increase the Town of Clifton Park is paying less than the Towns of
Malta, Halfmoon and Milton.
