 WHEREAS, on February 6, 2012, the Town Board adopted Local Law No. 1 of 2012 

providing for the streamlining of the process for holders of existing Term Conservation 

Easements to re-apply for terms of their choice, and 

 

 WHEREAS, applications were received from holders of existing Conservation Easements 

expiring in 2013 to renew their existing Conservation Easements, and  

 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 125-10 (C) the Town Board conducted a single public 

hearing on April 1, 2013 to consider all applications for renewal of Term Conservation 

Easements, and 

 

 WHEREAS, the public was given the opportunity to speak in favor of or against the 

renewal of expiring Term Conservation Easements; now, therefore, be it
