 a base rate of twelve-fifty ($12.50) per hour be set for the Town Highway Department for 
all wingmen or other extra help in conjunction with snow removal, to be paid from the Highway 
Department, and that 
 

the Highway Superintendent under Section 142, Subdivision 1(a) of the Highway Law, be 
authorized to purchase special tools and other implements required in the operation of the 
Highway Department, equipment not to exceed ten thousand ($10,000) dollars for the year 2015, 
and thirty five thousand ($35,000) dollars for each public works project according to NYS Law 
and Town of Clifton Park procurement guidelines for the year 2015, and that
