WHEREAS, by Resolution No.154 of 2015, the town selected Greenman-Pederson 

Engineers and Construction Services, Babylon, NY, for construction management and inspection 
services for the project after reviewing and rating expressions of interest from responding  
consultants on the NYSDOT Region 2 approved list for such projects, and  

 
WHEREAS, Greenman-Pederson has prepared a scope of work and estimated schedule 

consistent with NYSDOT guidelines and contract for the town’s consideration; now, therefore,

RESOLVED, that Supervisor Barrett is authorized to sign the attached contract with 

Greenman-Pederson Engineers and Construction Services for construction, management and 
inspection on the construction phase of the Erie Canal Towpath Community Connector project.

 WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to consider a proposal to remove the list of qualified 
inspectors from Section 208-108 of the Town Code, and to provide that such an updated list be 
adopted by the Building Inspector from responding electrical inspectors and firms; now,

Town Attorney McCarthy explained currently inspectors are listed in the Town Code. This will 
get the electrical inspectors out of the code which will allow the list of inspectors to be updated 
occasionally without have to go through a public hearing.
