 WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on the Preliminary Budget on November 10, 2016 
to obtain comment from the public regarding the proposed budget for 2017; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the comments of the public have been incorporated into the proposed 
budget; now, therefore, be it 
 
 RESOLVED, that the 2017 Town of Clifton Park Budget is hereby adopted. 
 
Supervisor Barrett thanked all involved for assisting in the preparation of the 2017 Budget, 
particularly Town Comptroller Heggen.  He stated there is no general fund property tax and no 
surplus funds used to balance the 2017 Budget which stays within the tax cap. The Highway 
budget has a small increase of $2.29 for a house valued at $250,000, for a total of $37.00 for the 
year, while the EMS tax will decrease by $2.62 for a home valued at $250,000.                           
The Supervisor stated the town remains one of the lowest taxed municipalities in its peer group.
