As a point of interest, Supervisor Barrett said the Transfer Station was open from 8:00 am to 
12:00 pm on Friday, December 30th.

It was noted 
Mr. Myers has not yet been inside the house, yet he knows there is no heat, other than a couple of 
infrared space heaters in use, or water, though the homeowner has said she is working on getting 
water into the house. Mr. Myers needs to see how these heaters fit with the code. Until there is 
entrance into the home, Mr. McCarthy noted the town only has incomplete information.

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby determines that it is in the public interest to 

undertake the Project; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes the Town Supervisor and other 

proper officers of the Town to proceed with the Project provided, however, that the financing of 
the Project shall not occur until the Town Board has adopted a Bond Resolution in accordance 
with the New York Local Finance Law. 
 
Supervisor Barrett asked that there be a provision made for pickle ball.  Councilman Whalen said 
the cost of removing the courts entirely was substantial and feels this is the best move.

Resolution No. 15 of 2017, a bond resolution authorizing the renovation and 
improvement of the Sherwood Forest Park within the Sherwood Forest Park District in the Town 
of Clifton Park, Saratoga County, New York, at a maximum estimated cost of $86,000 and 
authorizing the issuance of not to exceed $86,000 serial bonds to pay the cost thereof. 

 
Introduced by Councilwoman Standaert, who moved its adoption, seconded by 

Councilwoman Walowit. 
 
BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Board of the Town of Clifton Park, Saratoga County, 

New York (the “Town”), as follows:  
 
Section 1. The renovation and improvement of the Sherwood Forest Park within the 

Sherwood Forest Park District (the “District”), including the renovation and reconstruction of 
two tennis courts and acquisition and installation of tennis court and net poles, and related 
fencing and improvements,  (the “Project”), is hereby authorized at an estimated maximum cost 
of $86,000. 

 
Section 2.  It is hereby determined that the maximum estimated cost of the aforesaid 

specific objects or purposes is $86,000, said amount is hereby appropriated therefor and the plan 
for the financing thereof shall consist of the issuance of up to $86,000 serial bonds (the "Bonds") 
of the Town authorized to be issued pursuant to this bond resolution and the Local Finance Law. 

  
Section 3.   It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid 

specific object or purpose is fifteen (15) years, pursuant to subparagraph 19(c) of Section 
11.00(a) of the Local Finance Law.  The proposed maturity of the Bonds will be in excess of five 
years. 

 
Section 4.   Pursuant to Section 107.00(d)(9) of the Local Finance Law, current funds are 

not required to be provided prior to issuance of the Bonds or any bond anticipation notes issued 
in anticipation of issuance of the Bonds. 
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Section 5.   The temporary use of available funds of the Town, not immediately required 

for the purpose or purposes for which the same were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is 
hereby authorized pursuant to Section 165.10 of the Local Finance Law, for the capital purposes 
described in Section 1 of this resolution. 

 
Section 6.   The Bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the 

Bonds, shall contain the recital of validity prescribed by Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law 
and the Bonds, and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the Bonds, shall be 
general obligations of the Town, payable as to both principal and interest by a general tax upon 
all the real property within the Town without legal or constitutional limitation as to rate or 
amount.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of 
and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such year.  There shall annually be 
apportioned and assessed upon the several lots and parcels of land within the District, which the 
Town Board determines to be especially benefited by the Project, an amount sufficient to pay the 
principal of and interest on such obligations as the same becomes due and payable, but if not paid 
from such source, all the taxable real property in the Town shall be subject to the levy of ad 
valorem taxes without limitation as to rate or amount sufficient to pay the principal of and 
interest on such obligations when due. 

 
Section 7.   Subject to the provisions of this resolution and of the Local Finance Law, and 

pursuant to the provisions of Sections 21.00, 30.00, 50.00 and 56.00 to 63.00 inclusive of the 
Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in 
anticipation of the issuance and sale of the Bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such 
notes, and the power to prescribe the terms, form and contents of the Bonds, and any bond 
anticipation notes, and the power to sell and deliver the Bonds and any bond anticipation notes 
issued in anticipation of the issuance of the Bonds, and the power to sell and deliver the Bonds 
and any bond anticipation notes providing for substantially level or declining annual debt service, 
is hereby delegated to the Town Supervisor, the chief fiscal officer of the Town. 

 
Section 8.  The reasonably expected source of funds to be used to initially pay for the 

expenditures authorized by Section 1 of this resolution shall be from the Town's General Fund.  It 
is intended that the Town shall then reimburse such expenditures with the proceeds of the Bonds 
and bond anticipation notes authorized by this resolution and that the interest payable on the 
Bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the Bonds shall be excludable 
from gross income for federal income tax purposes.  This resolution is intended to constitute the 
declaration of the Town's "official intent" to reimburse the expenditures authorized by this 
resolution with the proceeds of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes authorized herein, as 
required by Regulation Section 1.150-2. 

 
Section 9.  The validity of the Bonds authorized by this resolution and of any bond 

anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the Bonds may be contested only if: 
 
(a) such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the Town is not 

authorized to expend money; or 
 
(b) the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of the publication 

of this resolution are not substantially complied with,  
 
and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty 

(20) days after the date of such publication; or  
 
(c)  such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution. 
 
Section 10.  This resolution, or a summary hereof, shall be published in the official 

newspapers of the Town for such purpose, together with a notice of the Clerk of the Town in 
substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law. 

 
Section 11.  This resolution is not subject to a referendum on petition in accordance with 

Section 35.00(b)(2) of the Local Finance Law. 
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Section 12.  The Town Supervisor, as chief fiscal officer of the Town, is hereby 

authorized to enter into an undertaking for the benefit of the holders of the Bonds from time to 
time, and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of the Bonds, requiring 
the Town to provide secondary market disclosure as required by Securities and Exchange 
Commission Rule 15c2-12. 

 
Section 13.  The Town Board hereby determines that the provisions of the State 

Environmental Quality Review Act and the regulations thereunder have previously been satisfied 
with respect to the expenditures authorized by this resolution. 

 
Section 14.  This resolution shall take effect immediately.

WHEREAS, the State of New York ("State") is the owner of a parcel of property located 
at 907 Grooms Road (Hostel 9322) in the Town of Clifton Park, County of Saratoga, a portion of 
which is necessary for access along Selfridge Way to an adjacent development, said portion 
consisting of a strip of land five (5) feet in width containing 1,245 square feet, more or less, 
hereinafter referred to as the “Premises”; and  

 
WHEREAS, the State is authorized to convey its right, title and interest in the Premises to 

the Town of Clifton Park pursuant to Section 34 of the Public Lands Law for street or highway 
purposes as set forth in the statute; and 

 
WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Town of Clifton Park to apply for a transfer and 

conveyance of the Premises for street or highway purposes; and 
 
WHEREAS, the consideration for the transfer and conveyance of the Premises as set 

forth in Section 34 is One Dollar ($1.00); now, therefore, be it 
 
RESOLVED, that the Town Supervisor is hereby authorized to apply to the State of New 

York, Office of General Services, for the transfer and conveyance of the Premises for street or 
highway pursuant to Section 34 of the Public Lands Law; and it is further 

 
RESOLVED, that the Town Supervisor is authorized to execute all documents necessary 

to effectuate said use and transfer and conveyance of the Premises and that such documents shall 
be subject to the review thereof by the Town Attorney as to form and substance; and it is further 

 
RESOLVED, that title shall be transferred after such environmental reviews as may be 

required by the State Environmental Quality Review Act have been completed. 
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Director of Planning Scavo said the Planning Board granted conditional final approval to 
the Windover Subdivision. The secondary means of ingress and egress requires an additional four 
feet in order to be accepted as a town road. New York State, the adjacent property owner of a 
group home for developmentally disable adults, will transfer five feet and the owner of the 
subdivision will be required to hookup the group home to public water and sewer, as well as 
remove and close the septic system.  The group home driveway which currently accesses onto 
Grooms Road will connect to Selfridge Way which, as a town road, will be plowed, maintained 
and salted.  The water hookup will provide hydrants in the location. These conditions are a 
benefit for the state as a result of transferring five feet for the town road, however, before the 
state makes the conveyance, the applicant will need to build the subdivision and make 
improvements and this agreement by no means says the conveyance is occurring now.  
Supervisor Barrett said there have been questions as to the actual width of the right of way.  Mr. 
Scavo responded two separate surveys show what the state has forwarded to him is accurate, 
however, there is still opportunity to provide any different information. Supervisor Barrett then 
this wouldn’t “shut the door” if the right of way is not as wide as what is being show on the 
plans. Mr. Scavo agreed.
