PRESENTATION HIGHWAY SAFETY COMMITTEE

Highway Safety Committee member Phil Clark reviewed the Draft Policy for Procedure for
Establishing Speed Limits in the Town of Clifton Park, attached, and recommended adoption by
the Town Board. Supervisor Barrett thanked Mr. Clark and Al Caroly for their volunteer work on
behalf of the town. He noted the speed monitoring signs seem to help make motorists aware.

PRESENTATION CROSS WALK

Information Specialist Matt Andrus demonstrated the new solar operated pedestrian crossing sign
planned for various crosswalks in town, with one designated for the crosswalk at the Common on
Vischer Ferry Road. The pedestrian will push the button to activate the sign to alert motorists to
the crossing. Supervisor Barrett said this will be monitored closely and with positive reaction
from residents can be expanded to different areas of town. The Highway Department will install
the equipment.
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PRESENTATION HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION AWARD TO JAMES RUHL

Dave Miller, Chair of the Open Space Committee, reviewed Jim Ruhl’s expertise in his
knowledge of inventories, mapping and GIS, noting when it comes to open space “Jim Ruhls”.
He stated he has an eye for trails and preserves to see how they can be enjoyed. Mr. Miller
commended Jim Ruhl’s efforts on the Open Space Committee, Friends of Open Space and his
dedication to detail, as well as a vision to see the big picture, stating he “really makes a
difference”.

Supervisor Barrett presented a plaque to Dr. Ruhl noting his membership in the Open Space
Committee and ECC, his work on the town trails committee, as well as being a member of
Saratoga Trails and Saratoga Plan.

Jim Ruhl, Wood Dale Drive, thanked his wife and the representatives of the Friends Clifton Park
Open Space, which he joined 17 years ago, for their support. He noted there would not have
open space if not for the efforts of the Town Board. He commended Councilman Romano and
Dave Miller on their leadership of the Open Space Committee from the beginning. Dr. Ruhl said
surveys over the years and through different activities have shown that seventy percent of
residents want open space.

WHEREAS, Daigle Cleaning Systems, Inc., Clifton Park, New York, was the lowest

WHEREAS, the State of New York provides financial aid for household hazardous waste
programs, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Clifton Park has examined and duly considered the applicable
laws of the State of New York, and the Town of Clifton Park deems it to be in the public interest
and benefit to file an application under these laws for state funding for the annual Household
Hazardous Waste Collection Day for 2017, and

WHERAS, it is necessary that a contract by and between the people of the State of New
York herein called the STATE, and the Town of Clifton Park be executed for such state aid;
now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Clifton Park

1. That the filing of an application in the form required by the State of New York in
conformity with the applicable laws of the State of New York including all
understanding and assurances contained in said application is hereby authorized.

2. That the Town Supervisor or his designee is directed and authorized as the official
representative of the Town of Clifton Park to act in connection with the application,
to sign the resulting contract if said application is approved by the State, and to
provide such additional information as may be required.

3. That the Town of Clifton Park agrees that it will fund the entire cost of said
household hazardous waste program and will be reimbursed by the State for share of
such costs as indicated in the contract.

4. That two (2) certified copies of this resolution be prepared and sent to New York
State Department of Environmental Conservation together with a complete
application.

5. That this resolution shall take effect immediately.

WHEREAS, the Town of Clifton Park has an ongoing West Nile Virus preventative
program and dunks are needed to continue the program, and

WHEREAS, Scott Reese, Stormwater Management Technician, has requested
authorization to purchase 63 cases of mosquito dunks, 72 dunks in each case, for distribution to
town residents, and

WHEREAS, quotes were solicited for the purchase of dunks and the lowest quote was
received from Summit in Baltimore, Maryland, for $78.36 per case, and

WHEREAS, Mr. Reese has recommended that the quote of Summit be accepted in an
amount of $4,936.68 for 63 cases of dunks; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the quote from Summit in an amount not to exceed $4,936.68 is hereby
accepted for the purchase of 63 cases of mosquito dunks, to be paid from A-4010-024
(Community Services-Public Safety).

WHEREAS, Shenendehowa Central School District (the Lessor) owns certain school
buses which are not needed for the transportation of students during school break periods, and

WHEREAS, the Director of Parks, Recreation and Community Affairs desires to lease

certain school buses to be used to transport participants in connection with program activities;
now, therefore, be it
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RESOLVED, that the Town Supervisor is hereby authorized to sign the attached lease
agreement with Shenendehowa Central School District for the lease of school buses to be used
for full day and half-day camp field trips, costs to include rental fees: $2.07 per driven mile and
$31.18 per hour for all hours the bus driver is on duty, to be paid from A-7310-099 (Summer
Rec.-Day Camp Exp.) and A-7320-099 (Summer Rec.-Full-Day Day Camp Exp.).
