CAPTAIN PRESENTATION

Sue Catropa, CAPTAIN Director, thanked the Town Board and the town for their continued
support and generosity. Ms. Catropa announced CAPTAIN celebrated 40 Years of impact within
the community in December of 2017. The logo and name of the organization has changed to
CAPTAIN Community Human Services. The organization merged with CHS (Community
Human Services) this past December. She explained CHS mission is similar but with all
difference services from CAPTAIN. An update was presented on each of the services that the
town has helped support.
