York State Legislature passed legislation in the areas of anti-discrimination and sexual 
harassment in the workplace, and  
 
 WHEREAS, pursuant to the legislation, the New York State Department of Labor and 
Human Rights Division have issued guidance recommending certain changes to policies and 
procedures among municipalities and other governmental entities within the state, and 
 
 WHEREAS, in order to respond to the recent legislation and administrative guidelines, 
the Town Board wishes to update Section 903 of the Town’s Employee Manual, covering 
discrimination and harassment in the workplace; now, therefore, be it 
 
 RESOLVED, that Section 903 of the Employee Manual is hereby amended, per the 
attached exhibit.
