and a new contract substantial completion date of July 6, 2017; now, therefore, be it 
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 RESOLVED, that the Town Board authorizes the Supervisor to sign Change Order #1 to 
Sanitary Sewer Replacement Contract No. 1 – General Construction, dated April 20, 2018; and

Collection Systems Manager O’Brien explained pipes were deteriorating and the project became 
bigger than expected with difficult ground condition, pavement giving away, dealing with 
asbestos and when safety came into question had to shut down. He said through negotiations 
agreement was reached for $46,557.23.    
 
Supervisor Barrett said this was an important project that needed to be done as the infrastructure 
dated back to the early sixties and pipes used back then had a “shelf life”.  He noted the new 
pipes will last longer than original pipes.
