ANNOUNCEMENTS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Supervisor Barrett thanked the volunteers who helped with Shredding Day yesterday which takes
place twice a year. A special thank you to 3N Document Destruction of Clifton Park for
participating at no cost to the town. Canned goods were collected for the Jonesville Food Pantry
from the residents for the free shredding service.

Supervisor Barrett announced the new program, Community Action Fund, has received 19
applications from non-profit groups in the community. The collection of bottles/cans has totaled
$8,400 to be awarded to different groups in October. The bottles/cans were collected at the
Transfer Station.

Supervisor Barrett stated the town 2020 Tentative Budget was released. There is a 3.3%
spending increase over the adopted 2019 budget. No general fund property tax will continue.
Highway tax will increase from $.2985/$1,000 assessed value of a home to $.3079/$1,000 of
assessed value of a home. The Supervisor mentioned in 2000 the Highway tax was $.87/$1,000.
The EMS rate will increase to $.2507/$1,000. He announced Bulk Waste pick-up will be
conducted in 2020 which will be free to residents. Supervisor explained at the beginning of the
year Moody’s Investment Service increased the town’s bond rating from AA2 to AAl. The
service mentioned lower debt levels, a strong reserve position and managements proven history
of conservative budgeting practices. The NYS Comptroller announced the annual fiscal stress
monitoring results, Clifton Park has a perfect score. The town’s tax base has now passed five
billion dollars for the total value of all the properties in the town. He explained the procedure of
the budget process.

Councilwoman Standaert announced Youth Court is entering it’s 6" year. Training sessions will
be starting soon. Anyone interested in joining the teams can sign-up through the town website.

WHEREAS, in July 2018, Borrego Solar, 1460 Broadway, New York, New York 10036,
applied for subdivision and site plan approval, and has been issued a Special Use Permit for the
construction of two solar energy projects at 753 Grooms Road, totaling 7 MW capacity, and

WHEREAS, Borrego Solar LLC has established Clifton Park Solar 1 LLC and Clifton
Park Solar 2 LLC as operating companies to construct and hold the improvements related to the
solar arrays and related equipment, accessories and improvements, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to enter into PILOT agreements with both operating
companies pursuant to RPTL 8§ 487(9) for the respective lease areas designated for each project,
as described in Exhibit A to each agreement; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Supervisor is authorized to execute the attached PILOT agreements
in the amount of $30,000 and $12,000 annually respectively, with 2% annual increases, for a 15-
year term, attached.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 191 of 2014, the Town Board authorized the
Supervisor to apply to the New York State Department of Agriculture and Markets for grant
funds under its farmland incentive protection program, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Clifton Park was awarded such grants on or about February 15,
2015, and

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 59 of 2016, the Town Board authorized the execution of
an incentive payment agreement to implement incentive grant funding for the Lindsey Farms
property at 753 Grooms Road, which was filed with the Saratoga County Clerk, and

WHEREAS, the incentive payment agreement provided $6,700 in annual payments
conditioned upon the property being worked as a working farm throughout the term of the
agreement, and

WHEREAS, the town was notified that the grantee wished to terminate his participation

in the program to utilize the property for a solar energy project in contravention of the terms of
the incentive agreement, and
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WHEREAS, the town has been repaid the sum of $20,100 representing all payments
made pursuant to the program; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Town Board terminates the incentive agreement pursuant to Round
13 of the NYS Agriculture and Markets Farmland Protection Implementation Program, attached,;
and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes the Supervisor to execute a release
of same to be filed with the Saratoga County Clerk releasing the obligation created by the filing
of the incentive agreement on October 17, 2016.

WHEREAS, Environmental Design Partnership, LLP has proposed a scope of work and
cost estimates to explore the costs associated with a water line extension within the proposed
project area and present those findings at a public information meeting, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board will determine whether to proceed with a formal map, plan,
and report and advance the project based on the results of the initial investigation and feedback
from residents within the project area; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes Environmental Design Partnership,
LLP to provide professional engineering services to determine a cost estimate for a map, plan
and report and subsequent water line extension within the project area, and to conduct a public
meeting to provide an overview of the contemplated water district extension at a cost not to
exceed $4,500; and be it further,

RESOLVED, that the Comptroller is authorized to offset the costs of the scope of work to
be paid from A-1440-135 (Engineering).

WHEREAS, maintenance performed and contracted by the Buildings and Grounds
Department pursuant to Section 77 of the Town Code, has been completed by the Department of
