 WHEREAS, Collection Systems Manager Michael O’Brien requests that $5,000 be 
transferred from the assigned funds to the Olde Nott Farm Sewer District account to cover 
unexpected repairs at the Olde Nott Farm generator and for repaving of the driveway at the
