RECAP OF CANAL FEST 

Supervisor Barrett – Reflecting on the success of the recent Canal Fest celebration, thanking 

Councilwoman Reid, the Committee, Buildings and Grounds staff, and all participants for their 

efforts. The event marked a meaningful return of a town tradition, especially significant for the 

Vischer Ferry community. Appreciation was expressed to John Scherer, Chief Kimball, the 

Vischer Ferry Fire Department, George Donohue, and all volunteers for their hard work and 

collaboration in making Canal Fest a success. The community came together, the weather 

cooperated, and the event was celebrated as a true team effort. 
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Councilwoman Reid – Canal Fest was extraordinarily successful, featuring strong community 

turnout, smooth operations, and positive feedback. The event highlighted local history with a 

ceremony honoring Revolutionary War soldiers at Amity Cemetery and celebrated community 

spirit. Appreciation was extended to town staff, volunteers, the organizing committee, Town 

Historian John Scherer, and committee chair George Donohue for their efforts. 

 

George Donohue – Co-chair of the Canal Fest Committee, reported that the event was a major 

success, drawing over 1,000 attendees and coming in under budget. Funded through a Canal 

Corporation grant, town matching funds, and local sponsorships, the celebration featured 

activities across Vischer Ferry and strong community involvement. Thanking the Town Board, 

Canal Corporation, town departments, local businesses, volunteers, and committee members for 

their efforts, highlighting Councilwoman Reid and Town Historian John Scherer for their 

leadership and coordination. 

 

Councilwoman Reid – Again expressed appreciation for the collaboration that made Canal Fest 

a success, highlighting the partnership and support of the New York State Canal Corporation, 

whose grant and assistance were instrumental in sponsoring the event. 

 

Supervisor Barrett – Brian Stratton and the Canal Corporation team toured the Vischer Ferry 

Preserve to view recent maintenance and safety improvements, including trail and bridge work. 

The 700-acre preserve, maintained by Buildings and Grounds, continues to see heavy year-round 

use, and the town remains committed to its upkeep and enhancement. 

 

John Scherer – The restored river view at the end of Ferry Drive recalls the area’s historic 

appearance and was highlighted during the Seneca Chief visit, when a cannon salute celebrated 

the occasion and the community’s ongoing improvements.

Daniel Clemens – The last section of the State Police barracks at the Public Safety Building is 
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getting new carpet to replace the original flooring from 1999. The update is overdue and is being 

done through a state contract by firm that has completed similar work for the Town. 

 

Supervisor Barrett – Because of the project’s location, there will be some short-term 

inconvenience, but the work area is small and should be completed quickly. The State Police will 

be given two to three weeks’ notice to prepare for minor disruptions once materials are ready. 

 

 Resolution No. 234 of 2025, a resolution awarding the Clifton Park Tree Inventory and 

Community Forestry Management Plan project to Davey Resource Group. 

 

 Introduced by Councilman Morelli, who moved its adoption, seconded by Councilman 

Manir. 

 

 WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 9 of 2025, the Supervisor was authorized to execute the 

master grant contract through the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation’s 

Urban and Community Forestry grant program, for a grant budget in the amount of $65,000, with 

no local match required, and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Town conducted a Request for Proposals (RFP) for a professional 

forestry consultant to conduct a Town Tree Inventory and Community Forestry Management 

Plan, and a selection committee rated Davey Resource Group as the top candidate of the four (4) 

RFP’s received, and  

 

 WHEREAS, the proposal is an estimate based on the number of trees to be counted. The 

current proposal is $63,512 based on a counting of 7,800 trees, and 

 

 WHEREAS, the grant is in excess of the proposal; now, therefore, be it 

 

 RESOLVED, that the Town Supervisor is authorized to execute an agreement with 

Davey Resource Group, attached, to conduct a Tree Inventory and Community Forest 

Management Plan for the Town, to be paid with funds received from the NYS DEC Urban and 

Community Forestry Grant previously awarded to the Town; and be it further 

 RESOLVED, that the Comptroller is authorized to increase revenues from NYS- A-3089 

by $65,000 and increase by $65,000 in A-08510-00015 (General Fund – Community 

Beautification – Other Contractual); and be it further 

 

 RESOLVED, that if the cost of the report based on the tree count is in excess of the grant, 

that a resolution will be prepared by the Town Board to cover any additional costs.

Councilman Morelli – The Town received a DEC grant to hire a forestry consultant. After 

reviewing four bids, Davie Resource Group was chosen for its experience, qualification, and 

value. The will help advance the Tree Committee’s work and the Town’s tree management plan. 

 

Resolution No. 235 of 2025, a resolution authorizing the Supervisor to execute a NY 

SWIMS 2026 Grant Application and Local Match for the Barney Road Pool Liner replacement 

project. 

Introduced by Councilwoman Reid, who moved its adoption, seconded by 

Councilwoman Walowit. 

WHEREAS, the Town acquired the Barney Road Pool and Community Center in 

December 1999 from a private entity, for operating and maintaining the outdoor swimming main 

pool, a diving pool, and a splash pool since that time, open annually, during the swimming 

season, and 
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WHEREAS, the Town conducted a Town-Wide Recreation public planning process, and 

adopted the Recreation Plan in 2008, that showed that the Town has approximately 6,900 square 

feet of public pool space compared to 27,515 square feet as recommended by the State 

Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan (SCORP), and 

WHEREAS, Daniel Clemens, Director of Buildings, Parks and Recreation, has 

determined that the condition of the Barney Road Pool facility warrants replacement pool liners 

and any applicable restoration, and 

WHEREAS, the New York Statewide Investment in More Swimming Initiative (NY 

SWIMS) 2026 Grant Program is accepting applications until October 30, 2025, for an 80% state 

grant funding to be matched with 20% local funding, which the town is eligible to apply for 

towards these capital improvements. The Town, if awarded, would be required to pay-in-the-

first-instance, for what is a reimbursement-based grant program, and 

WHEREAS, the Town planned for and requested the professional engineering firm of 

Barton & Loguidice to provide the Town with an Opinion of Probable Construction Cost of 

$775,000 in August 2025 for replacing the pool liners and restoring the concrete pools as needed, 

and 

WHEREAS, the Town has financial resources to be able to support a future grant 

contract award with a local match, based on the Town’s Annual Financial Report; and 

WHEREAS, if the Town is awarded said state grant, the net local match for the grant 

budget would be $155,000; now, therefore, be it  

RESOLVED, that the Town Board authorizes the Supervisor to execute the grant 

application materials and Town Staff to prepare the NY SWIMS 2026 grant application and all 

necessary documentation required for submission by the grant deadline.

OTHER BUSINESS 

 

Councilwoman Reid – Registration is still open for the Car Care Basics for Adults program 

taking place on Saturday, October 25th. Interested participants can register on the Town’s 

website. No further business was brought before the board. 

 

Councilman Manir - Expressed appreciation to the entire team that worked on the Canal Fest 

for their excellent planning, organization, and participation in making the event a success, 

including those who worked behind the scenes. 

 

PUBLIC PRIVILEGE 

 

Chad Gregory – Thanked the Town Board for supporting CAPTAIN Human Services and 

outlined efforts to improve coordination between CAPTAIN’s and the Town’s senior 

transportation programs. He identified communication gaps and proposed adopting 

RideScheduler, an affordable, user-friendly software to streamline ride scheduling and 

coordination. He asked the Town to consider funding the system, emphasizing its significant 

benefits for seniors’ independence and well-being. 

 

Supervisor Barrett – The Town’s senior transportation program uses both buses and a smaller 

van to provide cost-effective rides, reducing wear on larger vehicles. It operates smoothly 

through coordination between dispatchers and drivers. CAPTAIN’s volunteer program, started 

by Carolyn, complement these efforts, providing about 55,000 miles of rides for seniors through 

community volunteers. We could coordinate between the town programs to avoid duplicated 

scheduling and increase efficiency, possibly be using RideScheduler. Training on the App, GPS, 

planning would be needed. This would be a cost-effective solution and possibly pulling 

Halfmoon into the loop could further reduce scheduling conflicts.  

 

Councilman Manir – Asked if there was a formal proposal be prepared outlining the details of 

the recommended software. Emphasizing the importance of ensuring data security and privacy, 

given the sensitive personal information involved in senior transportation services. Noting that 

any new system must comply with government standards and legal requirements for handling 

personal data. The proposal should address these concerns and explain how the software 

integrates securely within the Town’s operations before any implementation proceeds. 

 

Supervisor Barrett – Stated we would need a detailed town-specific proposal outlining how the 

software would integrate with existing technology and comply with all data privacy and security 

requirements. Noting the project is still in initial stages and thanking Chad for the update and 

commitment to developing the plan. 

 

Councilman Morelli – agrees that investing in technology like RideScheduler could improve 

efficiency and service for seniors, similar to past successful upgrades in Parks and Recreation. 

Emphasizing ensuring security and compliance but viewed the proposal as timely and promising, 

especially with budget discussions underway. 

 

Janet Byrne – Raised safety concerns about the Wall Street and Clifton Country Road 

crosswalk, citing speeding traffic, poor visibility of crosswalk signals from overgrown trees, and 

confusing signal lights that face drivers instead of pedestrians. Stating the area remains unsafe 

despite prior upgrades and urged the Town to improve visibility, signage, and enforcement of 

speed to protect pedestrians, especially seniors. 

 

Supervisor Barrett and John Scavo – discussed possible improvements to the Wall Street and 

Clifton Country Road crosswalk following Janet Byrne’s concerns. Explaining that the blinking 

beacon timing is se according to New York State DOT standards based on roadway length and 

vehicle speed, so altering it would require a new traffic engineering study. Suggestion was made 
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to explore whether an additional visual or audible module could be attached to the existing 

beacon such as a side-facing or sound-based indicator to help pedestrians know when the light is 

active. Worth researching as a potential enhancement while maintaining compliance with state 

safety standards. Suggestion was also made to have Dan Clemens look at cutting back the trees 

so beacons would be seen, if necessary, the removal of the tree(s) and lower plantings placed for 

better view. 

 

 MOTION BY Councilwoman Walowit, seconded by Councilman Morelli, to adjourn the 

meeting to the next regular meeting or any other meeting necessary for the conduct of Town 

business.
