NOTICE TO RESPONDING ENTITIES

The Town of Clifton Park is soliciting proposals to receive community distributed
generation/solar VDER credits from an off-site solar PV system under the Value of Distributed
Energy Resources (VDER) program, against the Town’s National Grid accounts which are
eligible for the program.

The Town of Clifton Park currently leases space atop its capped landfill for a solar energy
project, and received net metering credits against some of the largest electricity accounts through
National Grid. However, The Town spent $ 161,600 on some 68 National Grid accounts which
do not currently receive such credits, and which we seek to offset with VDER credits.

Provided herewith are twelve recent months of usage and spending activity across some 70
National Grid Accounts we believe remain eligible for credits under the program. If you did not
receive that usage and spending data, contact us as outlined below.

List of Electricity Accounts. Twelve recent months of utility billings on eligible accounts are
appended to this RFP and are available from the Town through Matt Andrus at
mandrus@cliftonpark.org.
