Dear Resident,

The Town of Clifton Park Sewer Department will be replacing several sections of sewer main near or in
front of your home beginning March 1, 2021. Three sewer main sections on Oakwood Blvd. are failing
or at risk of imminent failure. Enclosed with this letter is a copy of the proposed construction schedule
for your convenience. Please keep in mind, schedules are subject to some change with weather being a
significant factor this time of year. As is stands right now, you can expect activity to ramp up beginning
on the 1* with the mobilization of construction materials, equipment, and site markings.

During the week of March 1%, crews are expected to perform some high-volume flushing of the sewer
lines to attempt to identify the location of your lateral connection and that of your neighbors. Anytime,
sewer cleaning occurs, especially with larger equipment, there is always the risk of minor impacts to
homes. During this week it is recommended that you leave downstairs toilet seats closed. While not
common, water can rush up a house lateral and cause toilets to gurgle and burp. Additionally, traps can
be sucked dry and the result is a possibility of sewer smell in your house. These are both temporary and
occur only during active flushing.

The week of March 15" is the main event. During this time, you can expect significant disruption to the
traffic flow on the Oakwood Blvd from Fenimore to Archer. Every effort will be made to allow for
ingress and egress to your home throughout the day. The School and Emergency Services will be
notified so they can plan accordingly. Work will end each day with the road passable and driveways
open.

Once the work is completed, there will be a trench down Oakwood following the sewer main. This
trench will be full of stone and fully passable. We expect to have these conditions for around a month
to allow proper settlement and for asphalt plants to open for the paving season. The road is anticipated
to be paved the week of April 19,

The Town of Clifton Park Sewer Department has overseen numerous projects of this scale. We have an
excellent track record of responding to resident concerns including during sewer upgrade projects. The
contractor has an excellent track record of completing projects safely and with excellent workmanship.
We expect this project will be no different.

The Town recently accepted ownership of the former Crescent Waste sewer system. Immediately upon
the transfer of ownership we have been assessing any problem areas within the system. We have also
implemented improved system monitoring functions and enhanced the electrical infrastructure of the
pump stations. Supervisor Barrett and the Town Board are committed to doing everything possible to




maintain the viability of the system and provide superior customer service as we have done when
accepting other large private sewer systems.
