The trucks will begin collecting in Zone 2 on Monday April 23th. Residents in Zone 2 are asked to place bulk

items at the curb or along the edge of their property by 7:00 p.m. on Sunday evening April 22th. It may take up

to ten days to collect from every street. There is no daily schedule by street so residents are asked to be

patient with the collection process. *Metal (Including Approved Appliances) must be placed in a separate pile

from the items below. Metal items such as pipes etc. can be no longer than 6’. 

IMPORTANT: Maximum pile size per household must 
not exceed 4ft x 8ft x 4ft
